Social Subjects - Child Poverty 
Background
You are an advisor to the Scottish Government. Child poverty is one of the biggest problems facing the Scottish Government today. There are two policies which the Government is considering bringing in to try and deal with child poverty. 

Task

You have been asked to choose which policy would be more helpful to try to deal with child poverty. You must present your decision and the reasons why you chose it, along with information about child poverty. Your presentation can be a video / powerpoint / prezi / poster.
Read the two policies below and choose one policy.

	Policy 1:

Job First Scheme 

· The Job First Scheme will give unemployed people with children a job for at least six months. 
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If an unemployed person gets a job they are likely to earn about £250 per week. 

· Many people have to turn down jobs if they cannot get child care. 

· It will be run by Jobcentre Plus and will cost the government £1 million a year.




	Policy 2:

Start Right Centres

· Start Right centres will provide low-cost child care for parents for up to two years per child. 

· Low-cost child care means that parents can start to look for jobs. 
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Low-cost child care is worth about £100 per week for every child. 

· It will cost £5 million a year to bring in this policy. 
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
