e Provide a leisure pass/free access to a sport club.

RUTS also have the capacity to deliver a range of SQA/SCQF accredited qualifications at
Level 4 or 5 centred on:

e Motorbike & Bicycle mechanics and riding

¢ Boxing / Health and Wellbeing through physical activity.

Provision is suitable for a wide range of young people primarily aged between 16-25,
although some provisions are suitable for young people from the age of 14.

RUTS will provide all the resources required to complete each programme which includes
use of motorbikes, bicycles or boxing equipment. Each participant will be allocated a
youth worker to support you through each programme.

Volunteering:
Job seekers who do not have UK work experience will be invited to volunteer with LINKnet or with partner
organisations to get work experience. They will be requested to work 2 — 3 days per week.

English Classes:

Group English classes are offered at beginner-to-intermediate and intermediate-to-advanced levels. Classes focus
on improving practical language skills for employability, further education, and life in the UK. From December there
will be online teaching.

Befriending:

Befriending programme is offered for people who need language, social, and emotional support, for example,
English learners and newcomers to UK who would like to further develop English skills, make connections in the
community, and/or feel less isolated and lonely.

THE JOURNEY PROGRAMME - VENTURE SCOTLAND

Venture Scotland offer young people aged 16-30 a group-based personal development programme "‘
set in the outdoors. It is completely free and is focused on helping to improve young people’s VENTURE
physical, mental and emotional wellbeing. The programme is group-based (up to 12 participants per SCOTLAND
group) and involve meeting twice a week to participate in fun and challenging sessions that use the
outdoor environment to stimulate and sustain personal development and growth. Activities include everything from
hill walking to canoeing to coasteering and loads more in between.

Qualifications gained: Scottish Canoe Association Paddle Start Award

Client group: Anyone living in Edinburgh aged 16-30 who is struggling and would like the support to
make positive changes to their wellbeing.

What is provided: Joining us is absolutely free to young people. This means that during the programme

we provide every young person with full outdoor gear, meals, and we can also cover
transportation costs if needed.

Start date: We recruit on a rolling basis, so do not have set start dates. However, we start
programmes seasonally and will take referrals for our waiting list at any time.
Duration: Up to 6 months long. Our programme runs for 12 weeks and then we offer ‘Next

Steps’ support for participants when they have engaged with the programme and are
wanting a bit more support with figuring out what to do next.

Times and days: Usually Mondays and Tuesdays with residentials running over multiple days
throughout the week (programme dates will be communicated to participants in
advance of joining the programme).
