Venture Scotland offer young people aged 16-30 a group-based personal development programme 
set in the outdoors. It is completely free and is focused on helping to improve young people’s 
physical, mental and emotional wellbeing. The programme is group-based (up to 12 participants per 
group) and involve meeting twice a week to participate in fun and challenging sessions that use the 
outdoor environment to stimulate and sustain personal development and growth. Activities include everything from 
hill walking to canoeing to coasteering and loads more in between.  
 
Qualifications gained: Scottish Canoe Association Paddle Start Award 
Client group: Anyone living in Edinburgh aged 16-30 who is struggling and would like the support to 

make positive changes to their wellbeing. 
What is provided: Joining us is absolutely free to young people. This means that during the programme 

we provide every young person with full outdoor gear, meals, and we can also cover 
transportation costs if needed.
